Registration forms are available at the SML Visitor Center at 
Bridgewater Plaza or boat entries can register on site at 9:00 am prior to the parade. 
Entry fee can also be paid in cash or by credit card on the day of the parade at the origination, Crystal 

Shores Marina/Waller’s (channel marker R-27). 

-This form must either be filled in and mailed along with a check OR filled in and mailed or emailed 

with the “cash or CC” box checked.  If paying on the day of the event, a SML Pirate Days 

Representative will be on site before the parade to collect payment. 

*2nd  and 3rd pages must be signed and initialed and included in correspondence* 
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-Your safety is our concern. 

-Each parade entry is solely responsible for their own safety and well-being before, during and after the 

parade.  All maritime rules, laws, regulations and guidelines will be in effect and strictly enforced by 

local, state and federal agencies on the lake.  ________ (operators initials) 

-It is the responsibility of each participant to assure that their vessel meets all regulations set forth by 

local, state and federal agencies. ________ (operators initials) 

-It is also the responsibility of the operator of each participating vessel to have proper credentials in 

order to legally operate their respective vessel as set for by local, state and federal agencies. ________ 

(operators initials) 

-Use of alcohol by the operators of each vessel is regulated by local and state agencies and will be 

prohibited before and during the parade.  If a vessel operator is found to be consuming alcohol or 

having had consumed alcohol, they will be removed from the parade and will forfeit their entry fee. 

_______ (operators initials) 

-PFD’s (personal flotation devices) are recommended for ALL participants on each vessel but will be 

required for those under the age of 16 (as directed by state law).  Failure to adhere to this rule will result 

in removal from parade and possible enforcement by local law enforcement agencies. ________ 

(operators initials) 

-The entire parade will proceed at low speed.  Traveling speed will be set by the lead escort vessel.  

Once the parade starts, each vessel will follow the previous vessel and will be prohibited from passing 

another vessel unless their safety is in jeopardy.  Failure to maintain safe speed and/or formation will 

result in removal from parade and forfeiture of their entry fee. ________ (operators initials) 

-SML Pirate Days and/or any of its sponsor will NOT be responsible for the actions or inactions of you 

(vessel operator) or anyone on your vessel.  Safe boating habits and actions will be YOUR responsibility.  

As the vessel operator, YOU will be responsible for actions and behavior of everyone on said vessel.  

________ (operators initials) 

-SML Pirate Days and/or any of its sponsors and representatives will not ask, imply, or expect you to 

deviate from any law or maritime regulations or act in an unsafe manor.  Should you choose to not 

abide by any law or regulation, you are doing so on your own accord and will be held responsible by law 

enforcement agencies. ________ (operators initials) 

-Decoration of your vessel is not restricted or regulated by SML Pirate Days but any décor that renders a 

vessel unsafe, as stated by the law, will be YOUR responsibility and you will be held accountable for such 

items. ________ (operators initials) 

-Profane signs, symbols and décor will not be allowed in the parade. 
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Final Notes: 

The parade will leave Crystal Shores Marina (Waller’s) NO LATER than 10:30AM on Saturday July 20th. 

Those who have not registered, arrive at 9:00AM – check in with the parade representatives on site for 

registration and rules. All other participants should arrive no later than 9:30AM and check in with the 

parade representatives on site to collect payments and receive instruction on the parade precession.  

Please dock and come on shore to do this.
